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This document will demonstrate how to transfer files from the ISO disc image to FreeDOS Guest Operating

System using Oracle VM VirtualBox application.

You will noticed that the files are set to read-only indicated by [---R-]. This is due to us copying from a

read-only source which is CD / Drive of the Guest Operating System.

12. We will have to remove the read-only attribute as files that end with .CFG extension are configurations

file which needed to be writ-enabled. The file “DEFAULTS” also needed to be write-enabled for the PDS

application to execute successfully. Therefore, we will remove the read-only attribute from all the file

under PDS directory.
